Catholic Education Tasmania is deeply committed to providing the best possible education to your 
children in a manner that is supportive of ensuring the safety of students and staff. 

With the reduction of Tasmania’s border restrictions we wish to assure you that we will continue to 
maintain our current robust COVID-19 management measures in your child’s school for the 
commencement of Term One in 2022. 

This will include: 

• Adult social distancing where practicable 
• Hand sanitisation 
• Cleaning 
• Masking where required 
• Visitor and staff use of the Check in TAS app 
• Stay away if unwell messaging 

Complementing these current measures will be a revised response strategy should we have a positive 
case in any of our schools. This strategy has been developed under the guidance of Public Health and 
includes provision for Public Health direction of a school's immediate response to a positive case. 

It is predicted that there will be community transmission of COVID-19 after the border restrictions 
reduce. Therefore, it is critical that staff and students who are suffering from any form of respiratory 
infection, including colds and the flu, don’t enter our schools until they are free of symptoms and, 
preferably, have returned a negative COVID-19 test.  

The ‘the stay away if unwell’ position has shown itself to be highly effective in reducing the spread of 
respiratory illnesses in our schools. Along with adherence to COVID-19 management measures, your 
support regarding avoiding our schools if you feel unwell and keeping your children at home should they 
have a respiratory illness would be greatly appreciated.

PAYMENT ARRANGEMENT FORMS FOR 2022 
Please return to the office by Wednesday 15th of  December

The Department of Health have advised that bookings are now open for children aged 
5 to 11 to get the COVID-19 vaccine.
 
Special vaccine clinics will run exclusively for children aged 5 to 11 across Tasmania 
from 10 January 2022.
 
Clinics will be held at community locations across the state to give every primary 
school aged child the opportunity to get at least one dose of the COVID 19 vaccine 
before they return to school in February.
 
Vaccinations are not mandatory to attend school, but parents and carers are 
encouraged to get their children vaccinated to protect their children, their families, and 
our school community.
 
Last week a smaller paediatric dose of the Pfizer vaccine was approved as safe and 
effective for children aged 5 to 11 by Australia’s top medical experts.
 
Children will get two doses, eight weeks apart – but they will only be available in 
special children’s clinics and GPs. 
 
Bookings are essential for children’s clinics and children should be accompanied by a 
parent or guardian.
