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‘Catholic Schools are a vital expression of the mission of the Church in the
Archdiocese of Hobart. They are the means by which not only students, but
also families and the staff experience the richness and beauty of Christian
life.” (Archbishop Julian Porteous)

The Archbishop's Charter for Catholic Schools provides the basis for the
Archbishop to ‘mandate’ Catholic schools and colleges within the Archdiocese
of Hobart. The mandate of the Archbishop represents his formal
commissioning of a Tasmanian Catholic school or college to act as an
evangelising agent of the Archdiocese.

The Charter, which draws inspiration from Sacred Scripture and key Church
documents, focuses on four domains:

Catholic Identity
Learning
Leadership
Mission

In 2021 Sacred Heart surveyed staff, parents and students to consider what it
was we were doing well in our school and what areas we could enhance. Our
Leadership Team analysed the data and developed our response to the
Archbishop’s Charter.

Last week we were advised that Archbishop Porteous has approved our
response and will formally present his acceptance of our response during
Cathoiic Education Week in August.

In our response to the Archbishop’s Charter we wrote

3. Take the “Application Receipt” to a Service Tasmania shop, pay the fee ($17.60) and have
your 100 point check to confirm identity

Once your registration has been approved and you receive your WWVP card, please bring

it to the school office so your name, registration number and expiry date can be recorded

and verified.
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
