The Lord said to Elijah: ‘Go, you are to anoint Elisha son
of Shaphat, of Abel Meholah, as prophet to succeed
you.” Leaving there, Elijah came on Elisha son of
Shaphat as he was ploughing behind twelve yoke of
oxen, he himself being with the twelfth. Elijah passed
near to him and threw his cloak over him. Elisha left his
oxen and ran after Elijah. ‘Let me kiss my father and
mother, then | will follow you’ he said. Elijah answered,
‘Go, go back; for have | done anything to you?’ Elisha
turned away, took the pair of oxen and slaughtered them.
He used the plough for cooking the oxen, then gave to
his men, who ate. He then rose, and followed Elijah and
became his servant.

SECOND READING Galatians 5:1. 13-18

When Christ freed us, he meant us to remain free. Stand
firm, therefore, and do not submit again to the yoke of
slavery. My brothers, you were called, as you know, to
liberty; but be careful, or this liberty will provide an
opening for self-indulgence. Serve one another, rather, in
works of love, since the whole of the Law is summarised
in a single command: Love your neighbour as yourself. If
you go snapping at each other and tearing each other to
pieces, you had better watch or you will destroy the
whole community. Let me put it like this: if you are
guided by the Spirit you will be in no danger of yielding to
self-indulgence, since self-indulgence is the opposite of
the Spirit, the Spirit is totally against such a thing, and it
is precisely because the two are so opposed that you do
not always carry out your good intentions. If you are led
by the Spirit, no law can touch you.

‘Let me go and bury my father first.” But he answered,

my people at home.” Jesus said to him, ‘Once the hand
is laid on the plough, no one who looks back is fit for the
kingdom of God.’

The focus for this 10" Meeting i
is Family love: a vocation and a path to holiness. Along with this focus is an acknowledgement that
there are many different ways in which families are comprised. Aunts and uncles, single or married,
together with grandparents also contribute to the life of the family unit. Let’s ponder and pray for our
families. And let's make use of three important words that Pope Francis encourages all of us to use often
in family life: Please, Sorry, Thank you!

Many thanks to the nearly 50 people who joined in the Parish Forum last Sunday, 19" June. Thanks,
too, for the many apologies received. Members of the Parish Pastoral Council presented an outline and
overview of the Parish Pastoral Plan and invited those present to gather around one of the four pillars of
the plan: Building Community, Faith Formation, Social Justice and Liturgy. There was lively
discussion in each of these groups. Hopefully the enthusiasm expressed on Sunday will translate into
action in each of these areas. A couple of gatherings have emanated from the day. Please see the
details in this bulletin.

Today’s Gospel passage (Luke 9:51-62) is a stark reminder of the challenges of following the way of Jesus. It comes after
Luke’s account of the feeding of the 5,000 (Luke 9:11-17 — last Sunday’s Gospel), Peter’s declaration about Jesus
(Luke 9:18-20), the Transfiguration (Luke 9:28-36) and a number of important examples of the nature of discipleship. It
is worth reading over and reflecting upon the whole of Luke 9:1-62. Our psalm provides us with a response to the Lord’s
challenge to follow along the road of true discipleship: O Lord, it is you who are my portion and cup; it is you yourself
who are my prize (Psalm 15:5).
